
The Bear River Water Conservancy District filed a petition with the Utah Division of Water Quality to 
classify the deep aquifer system in Whites Valley as Irreplaceable. This classification would have 
precluded development of a landfill at the property in Box Elder County owned by the District. 

Wasatch provided comment at the public hearing, provided written comment, and provided 
testimony at the Division of Water Quality Board meeting, which was held on March 31, 2010. The 
Board approved reclassification of the aquifer only in the southern portion of the application area and 
tabled reclassification of the aquifer in the northern portion of the area, which would have impacted 
our site. 

WASTECON is being held in Boston on August 15 through 17,2010. Mr. Rich asked that board 
members consider attending the conference to learn more about the industry and receive valuable 
training. 

Committee Meetings were last held April 27 and 28, 2010 and are next scheduled for May 25 and 26, 
2010. 

Financial Report 

Mr. David Van De Graff presented disbursements for February, March, and April 2010. Disbursements 
during the months of February, March, and April totaled $1,894,695.90. Checks over $15,000 for the 
months of February, March, and April totaled $1,121,403.51 and represented 59 percent of total 
disbursements. 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, disbursements were approved. Voting in favor of said motion 
was unanimous. 

Mr. Van De Graff reviewed financial statements for the period ending March 31,2010. Revenues were 
at 78 percent of the budgeted amount while expenses were at 72 percent. 

Mr. Van De Graff explained that the budget might need to be amended for unexpected maintenance 
on the waste to energy facility. 

Committee Business 

Budget Finance Committee 

Mayor Scott Harbertson presented Resolution 10-05, a Resolution Adopting the Fiscal Year 2010 
Tentative Budget. 

Board discussion included board members' concern with the current economy and the inability of 
many cities to offer employee raises and cost of living increases. Discussion also included the District's 
401 k, retirement, and health insurance contribution percentages as compared to member cities. 

Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Mayor Harbertson also presented Resolution 10-06, a Resolution Providing the Executive Director the 
Authority to Sell Carbon Credits. 

Voting in favor of said 
motion was unanimous. 

Government Relations Committee

Force Base.
